· Class Dance Off - 

As a class, you will compete in a “Dance Off” with the other              US History classes that correspond with this class period.  For instance, all 1st hour US History classes will compete against one another. 

The ultimate goal is to create a UNIQUE dance that illustrates the elements of dance by working together as a team.  

As a team, you have complete control over every aspect of the class dance.  Ultimately, as a team, you will choose the music, develop the dance moves, choreographing every step, and picking the attire each person wears.  However, EVERY ASPECT MUST BE SCHOOL APPRROPRIATE!

In addition, EVERY ASPECT of the dance MUST BE APPROVED by me, Mrs. Riley.

Requirements
1. You MUST participate.  Does every student have to dance? No.  Does every student have to develop the dance moves? No.  But, you must participate in some manner or form.  You will have two class periods to practice and develop the dance.  Each practice is worth 100 points.  Basically, this is equal to a test grade.  
2. You MUST be present and participate on the day or the “Dance Off.”  The “Dance Off” is worth 200 points.  This is A LOT of points that can either greatly help or hurt your grade.

3. You will be asked to complete an individual assignment on the day of the dance off.  

 Dance Competition

Point System

•Dance Practice 1 & 2, the next couple times we meet= 100 pts for participation each

•Dance Competition-November 8th =100 pts for participation & 100 points for turning in the Dance Competition Group Sheet

Competition Day…

•You will compete against other classes that meet during your period.

•Other grades will be coming to watch as your audience.

•There will be guest judges to try and persuade the audience vote. 

•You will to work together as a class to make this possible.

•We will have committees. 

Make it amazing! You will have only a couple of times to practice together as a class. Other than that you will have to schedule time to meet on your own. You may use remind to get in touch with one another. Remember, a Dance = Story

Make sure you choreograph well.

Music committee: must have music ready for practices and especially the theatre practice.

Producers: must have slide show prepared and will run it during practices

Prop/costume designers: must have props ready to go for classmates to use during practices.

Director: will work alongside me and be in touch with all people, schedule practices, make sure that all parts are ready to go, run practices, etc.
Choreographers: come with a plan! You can take input during practices but you must have something to do for your dances on the first day of practice!

Dancers: Must participate in all practices. Also, must coordinate with costume designers and cooperate on what to wear.
